What is Missionary Supply Network?
MSN, is an inter-denominational 501(c)(3),
faith-based Disaster Relief Organization
(DRO). By attending to the family's
physical needs resulting from disasters we
have an opportunity to tend to their
emotional and spiritual needs as well. Our
work is a ministry looking beyond earthly
structures toward an eternal home that
cannot be shaken by catastrophe

Where is MSN working now?  Since
October 2005 MSN has been providing
needed help to victims of hurricane Katrina
in the Mississippi Gulf Coast area. Our
primary efforts initially were focused in
Pass Christian, MS. However, now we
have expanded into the Bay St. Louis and
Waveland, MS areas as well.

Pass Christian, MS October 2005

What is MSN's primary focus? As the
relief efforts in the Gulf have moved from
muck-out to rebuild the need for skilled
volunteers has increased significantly. It is
imperative that the appropriate skills be
matched up with the rebuild job
requirements. Our concept is a simple one.
We identify, through existing case
management channels, those families,
usually with young children, who have the
most critical unmet needs. We then lock
arms with that family to conduct the needs

assessment, fund raising, mission team
recruitment, materials procurement and
project management of their rebuild. We
stay with them through home dedication
and move in.

Where does MSN get their volunteers?
We team up with churches throughout the
eastern US who may not have the
capabilities to field a team nor have the
local contacts for lodging, meals and
projects. We routinely have three to six
churches represented on our teams.

Operation Stephen: July ‘06

What is your track record?  Over the past
year MSN was directly involved in sending
17 teams to the Gulf resulting in 9260
volunteer hours of service valued at
$166,000. There were additional donations
for materials of $74,000 for a total value
delivered to the field of $240,000. Most
importantly, we have returned four families
to their homes.
